Mr Pitron: Both of the Alternative Holidays I have been on have
shown that the organisers have taken considerable care when
choosing entertainment, making sure there’s something for every-
one. During the day you can join in pool volleyball, aqua aerobics,
or try scuba or wind surfing. The evenings were split in two, with a
cabaret or comedy show, followed by a club night party – Crash,
Beyond, Salvation, etc. The organisers are approachable all the 
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time and they get to know everyone. They are also far too clever for
their own good at the Fancy Dress Competition.    
QX:  What was your best bit of the holiday?    
Mr Pitron: The mid-week Fancy Dress & after party. Almost everyone
dressed up and there was some truly inspired work. Prizes were given
and then we partied poolside well into the night. As morning grew
nearer the numbers dwindled but the party continued. Finally, even the
bar staff gave up, turned the power off and left us to fend for our-
selves. Plunged into total darkness and silence, our now dramatically
reduced party (10) huddled into a corner and continued, using paraffin
filled torches, a walkman with speakers and a half bottle of peach
schnapps, while watching Pam Ann circle the swimming pool on a
‘borrowed’ mountain bike. We just didn’t want it to end. 
Gary ‘Blanche’ Brown had a week of madness. We asked how
he would sum up his week. “I went on my own as my mate pulled out
at the last minute.” He continues, “I thought I’d hate it but as I’d paid
for it I took the risk and it was fantastic.
